
Dear Parent or Carer 
 
Like many parents, you may think that parts of 
Tarporley High School need a lick of paint. As the 
school is now over 50 years old, it is a constant 
struggle to keep the aging buildings in good 
condition. The school’s priority has always been to 
provide the best quality teaching and there has 
never been enough money left to maintain the 
school buildings to the same standard. This 
decision is justified by our excellent results each year.   
Our statutory funding has never kept pace with our needs. We raise as much 
money as we can from other sources but now we’re asking for your help.  
The plain fact is our children won’t get a better school environment unless we help 
them ourselves. 
 
In 2005 a group of Tarporley School parents (our Home School Association) set up 
the Friends fundraising scheme. Parents and other friends of the school commit 

to a small monthly contribution to the Friends’ fund that is used wholly to help 
pay for improvements to the school buildings. If every family gave £5 per month, the 

transformation of our children’s working 
environment would be rapid.  
 
Since it began, the Friends’ fund has 
raised over £20,000 which has been used for: 
 
Redecoration of 6 classrooms 
New furniture and carpets 
Refurbishment of corridors and stairwells 
 

You may have noticed these improvements to the school’s buildings.  

None of this could have happened without the help of Friends. 

 

The plan is to continue to work in partnership with the school to upgrade the 
decoration and furnishings as funds allow. Friends donations are kept separate 
from all other school income and are only used for planned building 
improvements. Every penny you give goes to Friends. None of your donations 
are spent on administration or other costs.
