He needs to move and finds sitting in the classroom for long periods a challenge
recognises that he looks for excuses to move in the classroom. Where possible, give him the chance to move about the room. If he's dysregulated, encourage
him to take short walks around the classroom or to have a short movement break outside
- is very articulate and can identify strategies that might help him. He'd benefit most from teachers who are open with him and get him ‘on board' with ways he
can be supported.
He responds really well to short term praise, rewards and incentives.
